My wife, Jan.  No matter what job I have worked, how long the hours, or low 
the pay, she has supported me unconditionally with patience and 
understanding for almost 24 years.

I don’t teach much anymore but I always remember KISS: Keep It Simple, 
Stupid. The golf swing is basically a turn and unturn of the body into a coil 
that first stores power and then releases it down and through the ball at 
impact.
